GYEONG]JU AND SILLA, AND THE ROYAL TOMB

Gyeongju is one of the representative historical cities of Korea. It was the capital of Silla,
with a thousand-year history. The city has thousands of remains such as national treasures,
historical landmarks, and treasures. Among these famous cultural assets, | liked the
Bulguksa Temple, Cheomseongdae, and An-apji, but my favorite was the royal tomb. A city
that shares harmony with the mountains and plains is the place that knows how to cherish
the past glory in its simple elegance. | could see the grass fields and plains from
Daereungweon in the middle of the downtown through the royal tomb of Queen Seonduk,
to the royal tomb of King Jinpyeong.

The mountains are not too high and most buildings are low so that you can enjoy clear
scenic views. Fortunately, buildings in Gyeongju have to follow strict building codes where
they must be constructed lower than the ancient burial mounds of Bonghwangdae. There
are low mountains and wide plains with curved circular-shaped tombs. The carefully-built
buildings serve as landmarks in harmony with nature. There were people walking among
the tombs and another, a middle-aged man resting after hiking, a cat napping on its
stomach at the corner of a peaceful path... It was a nice time for a stroll.

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The Royal Tomb

@ SIAMESE TWINS WALKING TRAIL
SAMREUNG (THREE TOMBS)

These are the first tombs you will see when
hiking Mt. Nam. The tombs are called Samreung
(three tombs) because the three tombs are
located side-by-side. Around the tombs, large
and small pine trees make up a forest and
Azalea flowers bloom in the spring. In the tombs
are buried the 8th King Adala, the 5th King
Shinduk, and the 54th King Gyeongmyeong.
However, many people assume that there are
different kings in the tombs because there is a
700-year gap between the burial of King Adala
and King Shinduk. The tree tombs are also called
Baedong Samreung because they are located in
Baedong in Gyeongju city. The harmony of the
three similar sized tombs is impressive. They
have been officially protected as historical

landmark no. 219.

THE TOMB OF QUEEN SEONDUK

In order to protect historical and cultural value,
many tombs in Gyeongju are located in a small
pathway with an artificial space. Pine trees are
set up as a screen and various statues guard the
tomb. Trees, trails, the woods are distant from
the tomb. But the tomb of Queen Seonduk is
hidden. As you walk along the mountain trail for
a few minutes, you will see a small pine forest
with a tomb inside. Even though it is said that
the historical and cultural value of the tomb is
lower than other tombs, the relaxing
atmosphere, calmness, and tranquility of the
tomb are better than any other. The road to the
tomb is so neat and beautiful that joggers use
this road frequently. The tomb resting in
harmony with nature, without boasting its

beauty, is more attractive than any other tomb.

Bonghwangade of Nodongdong
Gobungun was such a romantic place. The
little peak was so beautiful that nobody would
think that it was somebody’s tomb. The tomb
boasts the biggest size among the ancient
tombs in Gyeongju. Six old trees grow there on
top of the tomb. There are cafés and
restaurants gathered around because it is
located in the middle of the city. A music
concert is held every Friday in front of
Bonghwangdae. It is the perfect place to take
a visit during the summer nights. There are
many ancient tombs of high historical value
like Dae-Rung-Won, Geumgwan-chong where
the first golden crown was excavated, and
Shingni-chong where a pair of gilt-bronze
shoes was unearthed. It is officially historical

GWAEREUNG

Most tombs in Gyeongju became lots for houses during the Japanese
colonization of Korea in the early 2oth century. There were houses built
over the tombsites. Then trees and plants grew over them. Tombs were
hidden like that before the government found them. It was just 8o years
ago when the royal tombs were recovered and recognized for their
historical value. Among them, Gwaereung is the tomb that represents the
essence of the united Silla culture. Statues of a warrior and lion guard the
tomb with pine trees creating a small forest around it. Gwaereung means ‘a
hanging tomb.” It was named this way because when they were preparing
the coffin for burial there was water coming out of the ground so they built
stone pillars to keep the coffin dry. The statues of zodiac animals create a

fence around the burial mound. This tomb is presumed to be the tomb of

the 38th King Wonsung.

(® THE AESTHETICS OF SILLA THE TOMB OF KING JINPEYONG

As | look around the tombs in Gyeongju, the most impressive ones are the
tomb of Queen Seonduk and King Jinpyeong. The tombs of this father and
daughter don’t appear much in textbooks compared to Geumgwan-
chong, Shingni-chong, Gwaereung, and the tomb of King Seongdeok.
However, its harmonious relationship with the nature is very beautiful. The
tomb of Queen Seonduk is hidden inside a pine tree forest and the tomb
of King Jinpyeong reveals itself on the plain. The tomb lies in line with rice
paddies and fields and rests in harmony with the surrounding trees. On
top of the tomb, daisies are in full bloom. As the wind blows, they sway
boasting their pure white color. Parks are established around the place,
which is good for visiting. It is easy to see the citizens riding on bikes and
taking a walk in the area. It is said that there were natural stones arranged
around the bottom of the tomb but now only a few remain. It is the favorite
tomb of famous author Yu Hong Jun, who wrote the book ‘My Essay on

Cultural Heritage Visits’.

Many cities have been remodeled with new and
fancy buildings.

With artistic wall
paintings, fascinating galleries, unique cafés and

pubs and beautiful hotels, this city can be
compared to the world’s renowned tourist
attractions.

The history of Tainan has not been smooth.

In the 17th century, it
was governed by the Netherlands. After that, it
was ruled by the Ming Dynasty.

ODD STORY ANPING TREE HOUSE

You may be amazed at huge tree branches

stretched in all directions. This tree is called ‘Ficus
microcarpa’ or ‘Banyan.’ This place was used as a
warehouse during the Qing Dynasty Period
(1898). Later, it was used by the British and
Japanese army. After the Taiwanese government
was established it remained empty.

Since then, the trees have grown tall enough to
cover the buildings. In Anping Tree House, all you
can see are trees and empty spaces. The sunlight
sparkling between tree branches creates a
unique atmosphere. As a result, it attracts a lot of
tourists. There is also a small museum in which
the Dutch, Qing Dynasty and Japanese histories
are on display.

HISTORY OF THE NETHERLANDS ANPING OLD FORT

This red fort was built by the Dutch army when they took over Chinese Taipei in 1627. In the past, it was a
place for barter among the locals. Later, when Zheng Chenggong from the Ming Dynasty defeated the
Dutch army, it was a center of administrative affairs. Here, you can still find traces of cannons, execution
grounds, tanks and prisons. The observation deck offers a complete view of Anping District. In the
museum, a war story is documented between the Netherlands and Zheng Chenggong where pictures of

ECO TOUR IN TAINAN

Nature in Tainan is not spectacular or
magnificent. However, there are some
fascinating places you shouldn’t miss.
Take a day off and travel around the
city to relax. For example, you can
visit the green-tunneled Mangrove
Forest in the morning, observe black-
faced spoonbills in the wetlands in
the afternoon and enjoy a gorgeous
sunset in a salt farm in the evening.
It’s a charming eco tour package of
Tainan.

WONDERFUL SUNSET IN THE SALT FIELD
JINGZAIJIAO TILE-PAVED SALT FIELDS

This is the oldest salt field in Tainan. In the past,

tiles were laid on the floor to absorb more
sunlight and produce more salts. Because of a
collapse of the salt production industry in Chinese
Taipei, however, the salt fields in the southwest
coast have turned into tourist destinations.
Tourists can pull a rake and produce salt in
person in the traditional manner. The 365
different-colored salts are popular as a souvenir.
However, it is a gorgeous sunset which draws
many tourists. The evening glow looks more
beautiful reflected by the white salts on the field.
If the weather is fine, you can see a more vivid
sunset glow. Along the coast next to the salt
fields, people will sit in line to observe the
spectacular formation of sea swallows. They visit
Chinese Taipei in October and stay until April.

SOARING INTO THE SKY — BLACK-FACED SPOONBILLS
BLACK-FACED SPOONBILL MUSEUM

Heimianpilu (BMEEERE) refers to the ‘black-faced spoonbill.”
The name originated from the bird’s unique fishing style. It is an
endangered species. Around the globe, about 2,000 black-
faced spoonbills remain. In Korea, it is mostly found in the
demilitarized zone between North and South Korea and around
the Hangang River. Every winter, the spoonbills migrate to
Vietnam, Japan, Hong Kong and even Chinese Taipei where the

climate is mild and warm all year round. About 200 black-faced
spoonbills visit Chinese Taipei in November and stay until March. The Black-faced Spoonbill Museum
near this endangered species’ habitat conducts studies on advertisement of the migratory birds and
protection of their environment.

A male has a long beak while a female has a short beak. Older birds are marked by dark colors with
more wrinkles. This migrating bird usually lives around the coastal region, wetlands or rivers for up to
about 15 years. It cannot swim but floats on the water.

If you get on the bus No. 99 for Taijiang Line at the museum and pass one stop, an observatory
appears from which you can observe the black-faced spoonbills through a telescope. Here, you can
see them swinging their beaks catching fish in the broad wetlands.

FOREST OF ROMANCE MANGROVE GREEN TUNNEL

A beautiful tree tunnel is formed above your head. The tunnel is
formed by Mangrove trees. Mangroves grow in the tidal flat and
estuary where sea water mixes with fresh water in the tropical and
subtropical regions. It is one of the endangered tree species
protected by the Taiwanese government. You can observe the trees
for about 30 minutes on a boat accompanied by a tour guide.

In the past, people would pay taxes by importing and exporting
goods. Fruits do not fall onto the ground. Instead, they sprout on the branches of the trees. It creates
an exotic landscape by the branches dragging into the water.

Despite its small size, this green-tunneled forest is quite romantic. Nearby tourist attractions include
General Zheng Chenggong’s squad from the Ming Dynasty and Sicaodazhong temple which was
erected as a memorial to the of victims of the war against the Netherlands.

HEAVEN OF NIGHTTIME MEAL
FLOWER NIGHT MARKET

In Chinese Taipei, the night
market does not open in just one
place every day. It opens regularly
in a different place on each day
of the week. In particular, the
Flower Night Market is the largest
in terms of size. Once the market
opens, you may be able to see a
lot of parked bicycles and a huge
crowd.

Once it hits 6 o’clock in the
evening, the night market
becomes vibrant with fluttering
colorful flags. The market is
divided into three areas: food,
goods and entertainment. The

streets are clustered with street vendors. You can get clothes, shoes, accessories, stationery and pets. You

can also enjoy fun and exciting games such as mah-jong, darts and shrimp catching. The highlight of the

night market is the nighttime meal. You can enjoy a variety of nighttime snacks such as spicy corn with soy

sauce, taro-added fish-shaped bread, sweet strawberry kebabs, grilled cricket and grilled sparrow. In

particular, Guancaiban (bread bowl soup) is the menu choice you must taste if you are in Tainan.

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DUTCH-PORTUGUESE WAR-FOUGHT FIELD
A’ FAMOSA (PORTA DE SANTIAGO)

This place is first and most frequently introduced in the
Melaka Tour Guidebook. The entrance is always
crowded with many tourists taking photographs. The
locals call it ‘A" Famosa,” but its official name is Fort
Santiago. This fortress was built by the Portuguese
army in 1511. It was substantially destroyed in the
invasion by the Dutch and British army of Melaka. Even
though it was restored by the Dutch in 1670, only one
gate currently remains. Traces of a fierce battle at that
time are still found. Once you pass through the
fortress, an uphill path for St. Paul’s Hill and St. Paul’s
Church appears.

THE HIGHLIGHT OF MELAKA TOUR
WORLD CULTURAL HERITAGE WALKING TOUR

In terms of size, Melaka (1,650km?) is a little smaller than Jeju Island
(1848.85km?). The downtown of Melaka is not that large so that tourists don’t
have to travel around for a long time. For a Melaka walking tour, there is no
certain travel route such as ‘Camino de San Tiago.’ You just need to relax and
travel every comner of the city on foot.

SIMPLE BUT ELEGANT
MELAKA SULTANATE PALACE

‘Sultan’ is a title for an Islamic ruler
empowered by the religious leader Caliph.

This refined building was built in a
traditional manner without using nails. To
go inside the palace, you need to take your
shoes off. Mannequins are installed in line
to reveal the history of the Sultan Era at that
time, and a variety of pictures are on
display inside the building.

STADTHUYS MUSEUM COMPLEX

The Stadthuys Museum Complex is the biggest building among

the architecture built during the Dutch colonial period. It is the
highlight of the Melaka tour. It was built in the center of Melaka
in 1650 as the official residence of the Dutch Governor. It
embodies the essence of the Dutch stone and wooden
architecture of the time. With the Stadthuys and the Melaka
River in the middle, the downtown area is divided into the UNESCO architecture zone and Jonker Street
and beach. The Stadthuys Square is a great meeting place, since it boasts a clock tower and Victorian
fountain. There are also many souvenir shops clustered around the square.

A variety of valuable historical relics from the prosperous era of the Melaka Kingdom to the colonial
period are showcased inside the building. The nearby tourist attractions include the History and
Ethnography Museum, the Governors Museum, the Museum of Literature, Education Museum, Museum
of Government Democracy and Admiral Cheng Ho Gallery.

READING THE HISTORY
OF RELIGION
ST. PAUL’S CHURCH

One of the most famous
tourist attractions of Melaka
in addition to A" Famosa is St.
Paul’s Church. It may not look
impressive because only the

walls remain. However, the
beauty lies in the layer of moss that covers the walls. This building was built
by Duarte Coelho in 1521. As a chapel for Portuguese people, it was a place
to propagate Christianity. However, it was later destroyed by the Dutch and
British army which persecuted Catholicism and subsequently used as a
graveyard for the Dutch aristocrats. Traces of the history still remain on the
covers of leaned stone coffins and tombstones. You can also find traces of
Francis Xavier who died in 1553 and was laid in state for about six months
here before being buried in Goa in India. Because his corpse was kept
intact for half a year, it became famous as a sacred ground.

DAY & NIGHT LIVE SPOT
JONKER STREET

Jonker Street which is so-called ‘China

Town’ or ‘Jalan Hang Jebet’ attracts a lot of
tourists visiting Melaka with low-price
accommodations, shopping and delicious
food. You can find a lot of ancient
buildings along the street including
antique shops where more than 300-year-
old artifacts are sold, the Baba and
Nyonya Heritage Museum, mosques,
temples, Dutch-style houses, artist
galleries and street vendors.

At the entrance, a huge dragon sculpture
which represents ‘China Town’ welcomes
visitors. You can start your tour from any
narrow street.

In particular, the long train-
shaped coastline makes visitors feel refreshed and energized.

Da Nang Beach is divided into three areas: Da Nang Bay, Sontra
Peninsula and the East Sea. In Da Nang Bay situated in the northern
part of Da Nang, you can encounter beautiful beaches such as Nam O,
Xuan Thieu and Thanh Binh.

The favorite beach for tourists is East Sea. This 20km-long beach is
always crowded with many people from early in the morning until late
at night. Away from East Sea sand beach you can explore a thick forest
in Sontra Peninsula. This place is popular among the locals for healing.
It is also called ‘activity beach’ because you can experience diverse
leisure activities such as swimming, fishing, trekking and diving.

If you head for Da Nang where you can enjoy a variety of exciting
marine sports such as scuba diving and windsurfing, you may be able

to experience complete healing this spring.

NATURE RESORT - HEART OF ECOLOGY OF KOTA KINABALU

Kota Kinabalu is a city located on the northwest coast of Borneo and the
capital of the Malaysian state of Sabah. This city has become popular thanks
to kind and generous locals and the modern resorts where you can enjoy the
best vacation with beautiful nature.

If you take a boat from port Pulau Gaya, you can head out to one of the five
large islands in Kota Kinabalu. These islands will make you understand what
‘Eco’ really means. In fact, Bunga Raya Island Resort was built in a jungle. It
may appear that the resort is hidden in the thick forest. You can go into the
jungle after passing through the white sand beach and beautiful sea. Because
vacation villas are scattered across the mountain and kept away from each
other, you need to get on a buggy to move around. In the resort, it is fun to
observe diverse wild flowers (about 40 different species). Among them you’ll
find plenty of Hibiscus, the national flower of Malaysia.

A luxurious villa stands next to tall trees reaching for the sky, and trees are
seen between rooms because a resort was built without cutting trees. It almost
feels like staying in the forest. Because of nature-friendly design, this resort

won the Malaysian architecture award in 2010.
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MIYAZAKI IN JAPAN — WARM HEALING

Miyazaki is situated along the coast of Kyushu in
southwestern Japan. This prefecture is famous as a
healing tourist spot. Thanks to the warm temperature,
you can travel around in sleeveless shirts even at the
beginning of March. The climate is very refreshing.
When embarking on a healing trip, in particular, fine
weather is very important. In addition, exotic
atmosphere rarely felt in both East and Northeast Asia
makes the healing easier.

As soon as you exit the doors from the airport, you may
be able to smell the fresh scent of the ocean and see
subtropical plants like palm trees. Japan is a vertically
long country that possesses both subpolar and
subtropical climates.

It is Miyazaki Prefecture where you can enjoy the beauty
of the subtropics without visiting Okinawa which is
located on the southernmost part of Japan. There are
several famous healing spots in this prefecture. Among
them, Aoshima Island is the most impressive spot
situated on the northernmost part of Nichinan Coast
despite its small size (1.5km in circumference). Upon
entering this spot you’ll immediately notice a fragrant
scent. It is definitely a sea breeze, but it may smell like
flowers.

A rare rock named ‘Washboard of Dokkaebi’ is very
impressive as well. The unique shape was formed by the
sea waves. However, it looks so unique that it appears
that it was artificially built. The island is surrounded by
these washboard-shaped rocks. It is Udo Jingu that is
most popular in Miyazaki. This statue of a gentleman
sitting on a precipitous coastal cliff creates spectacular
scenes.

Miyazaki Prefecture is a great place where you can
experience subtropical nature and Japanese culture at the
same time. Because of high latitudes, spring already
begins in Miyazaki in late February. Miyazaki Prefecture
could be a true tourist destination for healing by enjoying

seasonal changes that arrive earlier than expected.

THE END OF THE SEA IS PSYCHOLOGICAL COMFORT — SANYA IN CHINA

Sanya situated on the southernmost part of Hainan has emerged as the hottest healing spot
in China. It is the nature that makes Sanya unique and special. In particular, Tianyahaijiao
which means ‘the end of the sky and the sea’, is 23km off to the southeast from downtown
Sanya.

Huge rocks that resemble old trees along the 2.8km-long coast and white sand beach block
the sea waves. There are five famous rocks in Tianyahaijiao. These natural stones have
gorgeous curved lines just like man-made sculptures.

These rocks are special due to their magnificent formations and because they are situated on
the southernmost point of Hainan, the sun rises the highest here. After all, they symbolize
the end of the earth and the sea, unlike common rocks which continuously battle against the
sea waves. On the Lunar New Year especially, the beach is crowded with many tourists
from all over China. Many Chinese people want to gain psychological comfort and solace

by touching these rocks.
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TEMPLE STAY - STAYING OVERNIGHT IN MOUNTAIN
TEMPLE IN KOREA

As people’s interest in Buddhist meditation increases,
temples in Korea have become busy on the weekends.
‘Temple Stay’ is a program designed to enhance the public’s
understanding of Korean Buddhism by offering them a
chance to directly experience traditional Korean Buddhist
culture. In particular, the ultimate goal of the temple stay is
to discover a new energy for life by purifying the mind
through Buddhist meditation in nature.

Anyone is welcome for this unique cultural experience
program. In recent years, the number of foreign tourists
joining the temple stay has been on the rise. The basic
temple stay program includes Buddhist rituals, Zen
meditation, tea ceremonies and barugongyang (a traditional
Buddhist meal). Additional activities may include temple
tours which offer a chance to explore Korean traditional
cultural assets and seonmudo (Korean Buddhist martial
arts). Temple stays in Korea have been popular because one
can enjoy the scenic landscape around the temple and purify

and rejuvenate their weary body and mind in nature.

DISCOVER ‘REAL ME’ THROUGH HEALING

What does ‘real vacation’ mean to modern people who have lost their

vigor and energy in their routine way up inside high-rise buildings? And
why do they go on a trip? There are various reasons, but it will be a
common goal to ease and rejuvenate their weary body and mind.

When it comes to ‘recreation,” you may think of a luxurious resort or lying
on the beach under the warm sunlight. If you are really tired, it would be a
good idea to have some fun, eat delicious food and have a deep sleep.
Then, you can relax and enjoy the soothing sound of water, wind and birds
while sipping a cup of fragrant pine needle tea.

A healing tour is a long journey to find out where one is, what they see,
what they eat and how they feel. In other words, it is a process of

discovering one’s REAL self. Therefore, the healing trip can broadly
influence one’s life.

At the end of the tour, you can perform your own self-diagnosis. Healing
differs from treatment. The former is preventive self-care to live a healthy
life. In other words, healing is an act of preventing disease. Therefore, it is
not meant for those who are receiving treatment for disease.

As described above, five healing tours with nature differ for each
individual. The rewards from a healing trip could be more than you have
imagined. However, what is ‘true healing’? Just remember that enjoying
the present moment at the present place could itself be an act of healing.
